Su ansia de morir, suagonia en
“Luces de Alborada”, en “Tem-
blor de Albores”, no es mas que
esa destruccion que el busca
para resurgir libre, pues sabe
que la dictadura de la comodi-
dad es mas insidiosa y mas
miserable que una conspira-
cién.

“De la risa del alba al sol dormi-
do”, el poeta sufre la tragedia
que nos guia y es grandioso
cuando canta en su Ecce Espa-
fia “Tierra de santos y de can-

tos; de santeros y de copleros;
de bailadoras y toreros; de ma-
ravillas y de espantos”. jQué
bien lo ha adivinado!

Y por ultimo, las graves pre-

guntas sin respuesta: “,Quién
fui?”
“;Quién soy?” La esfinge besa
el propio esqueleto de la muer-
te. “;Esperas?”. “¢Esperas
qué?”. “No sé por qué estoy
pensando que me tengo que
morir’ (Soneto al revés). Y le
duele Espana, como a todos los
grandes poetas. Y se desazona
cuando canta al “lujurioso rey
Otono”. En su Ecce Espana lee-
mos: “lo que esta Espana es
como amortajada; por tan raro
disfraz equivocada; se suena
libre y se despierta presa”; has-
ta que encuentre su libertad, lo
sabemos republicana.
